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Internships/Co-ops/Student Aid

There are many internship opportunities available to students during the year and also during the summer.  Unfortunately, there is no central location where students can find out what internships are available.  The best way to find out about internships is to call the local office of the agency you are interested in working for and ask about their internship program.  Students can be connected to the websites of all Federal agencies through the site www.firstgov.gov to find more information about the agencies that interest them.

Federal Career Intern


This is a career internship program done on an agency-by-agency basis which provides an entry-level two-year appointment.  After successful completion of the two year internship, the intern may be eligible for permanent placement within the agency.

Presidential Management Intern

The Presidential Management Intern is a two-year program open to graduate and law students in their final year of study.  Candidates must be nominated by their school and make it through an evaluation program.  This is intended to be a fast track program that grooms talented people for upper level management positions.

STEP/SEEP

The Student Educational Employment Program contains two components.  The first is the Student Temporary Employment Program (STEP).  This program allows students to get part time jobs during the school year or the summer, not necessarily in their field of study.  The second program is the Student Career Experience Program (SCEP.)  Under this program, students perform work directly related to their course of study in school.  This allows the agency to evaluate the performance of the student, and allows the student to get experience in their major and exposure to public service.  Upon completion, students may be noncompetitively converted to career conditional appointments. 
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
