Transportation Security Administration screening careers provide exciting and dynamic opportunities to motivated individuals.  Your Integral Role as a Transportation Security Screener will be a critical factor in the federal government’s implementation of more stringent security guidelines. In this key public safety capacity, you will play a large role in the frontline screening of baggage, cargo and passengers in an effort to provide maximum security to air travelers, airports and airplanes. Further, the work requires that you perform various component tasks within the duties (e.g. wanding, pat down searches, operation of 

x-ray machine, baggage screening and ticket review), throughout the shift. 
In addition to all regular benefits of Federal Employment, agents receive additional benefits.  Employees are allowed to retire, with full retirement benefits, at age 50 provided they have 20 years of service.  The mandatory retirement age is 57.

Screener positions are very sensitive, with strict hiring requirements, which are as follows: 

· U.S. citizen

· At least 18 years old 

· Required to have High school diploma, GED or equivalent;
OR At least one year of full-time work experience in security work or aviation screener work; or with x-ray technician work

· Pass medical exam

· Pass drug test and alcohol screening

· Pass thorough background investigation including a credit check

· Pass tests, interviews, and other evaluations demonstrating that you have the necessary skills and abilities for job performance

· Responsibility for identifying dangerous objects in baggage, cargo and on passengers and preventing those objects from being transported onto aircraft

· You must perform this essential security mission in a courteous and professional manner

· Use diverse, cutting edge electronic detection and imaging equipment
